The Salary Negotiations Group made a report to the Standing Conference
of Organisations of Social Workers as amended and approved by the
Working Party on the Future Organisation of Social Workers on 17
September 1968.

The Working Party on the Future of Health Service Social Work was
established by the Standing Conference of Organisations of Social
Workers in 1968 to consider proposals (which were supported by the
Institute of Medical Social Workers and later by BASW, but opposed by
many individual social workers) that medical social workers attached to
hospitals should become part of the appropriate local authority social
services departments. A reconstituted Working Party held its first meeting
on 9 March 1972, in the light of National Health Service (NHS)
reorganisation, and the twenty second and final meeting took place on 16
July 1973, the National Health Service Reorganisation Act 1973 having
received royal assent on 5 July 1973. In July 1972 members felt that some
guidance was needed as to the Working Party's terms of reference: they
felt that the Working Party had to continue to look at the proposals for the
reorganisation of the health service social work until the Act was passed,
but were less clear about their responsibility to study other aspects of
health service reorganisation and its relationship to local authority
reorganisation. The final minutes referred to the Collaboration Working
Party and stated that the Professional Development and Practice
Committee had considered nominations for a new Working Party of
sixteen members which would represent the interests of Sections | and Il,
Child Guidance and Salaries. A note from 'BASW News' stated that the
National Health Service Reorganisation Act 1973 received royal assent on
5 July 1973 and referred to the proposal by the Secretary of State for the
establishment of a broadly based working party representing both the
Health Service and local authority interests to examine practical
arrangements for the provision of social work support for the health
service by the local authorities. The Working Party passed through several
changes of name over the sixteen months of its existence: Future of
Health Service Social Workers, March-April 1972, Future Organisation of
Health Service Social Work, May to July 1972, Future of Health Service
Social Work, September-November 1972, and Health Service Social
Work, January-July1973. It was probably succeeded by the Working Party
on Social Work Support for the Health Service.

Paul Steven Brown (22 June 1972-29 November 1976)
died due to ill-treatment by his stepfather's parents at their
home in Woodchurch, near Birkenhead. His half-brother
Liam Francis Brown (born 5 August 1973) survived. Their

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mother, Pauline Brown, was promiscuous, violent and
frequently took drugs. She had only stayed with the boys'
fathers for a short period and had separated from her
husband within a few days of marriage. On 19 March 1975
she voluntarily placed the children in care, but on 17
February 1976, having reunited with her husband, David
Brown (who was probably not the natural father of either of
the boys), she removed them from care and placed them
with her husband's parents, Stanley and Sarah Brown,
who were both registered disabled and had been
suspected of ill-treating their own children. Pauline and
David Brown then left the area and disappeared. On 11
August 1976, Paul was admitted to hospital with severe
injuries. He was unconscious, with bruising all over his
body, and was filthy and emaciated. Liam, who was found
tethered to a dog kennel, was also filthy and starving. Paul
never regained consciousness and died three months
later. Both Stanley and Sarah Brown were later jailed (for
15 and 9 months respectively) for neglect and ill-
treatment. In February-March 1978 a public inquiry into
the case was held in Wallasey, chaired by J S Oakes.

Kimberley Carlile (3 November 1981-8 June 1986) was
murdered by her mother's partner, Nigel Hall, in their
maisonette on the Ferrier Estate in Kidbrooke, South
London. She was born in Birkenhead, the third child of
Pauline Carlile, but when she was seven months her
mother took the children to live at a refuge after her
husband, Raymond Crook, was violent towards her. Two
months later he died after falling over in the street and
banging his head. Less than a year later, Pauline
remarried, to David Carlile, but her second husband also
beat her up and the children were taken into care in
August 1984 after both were imprisoned for fraud. In
1985, Pauline (who had given birth to her fourth child in
prison) met Nigel Hall, a friend of her first husband, in
Liverpool and moved in with him in London. It was not
long before neighbours began hearing distressing noises
from the flat. Unknown to them, Kimberley was being
beaten and locked in her room for hours on end because
she wet the bed and answered back to the bullying Hall.
The eldest child, a 7-year-old boy, also told one of his
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teachers that Hall was physically abusing him. Social
workers and health visitors visited the flat several times,
but were refused access to the children. Hall did take the
children to the Greenwich Social Services offices, but she
was covered in thick clothing which concealed her
bruises. On 8 June 1986, Kimberley died. The post-
mortem found that her whole body was covered in bruises
and she had died from a subdural haemorrhage, almost
certainly caused by a kick to the temple. There was also
some evidence of sexual abuse, although this could not
be proved. She was starved, dehydrated and weighed
only 24lbs, half the normal body weight for a child of her
age; she had apparently been so hungry that she had
eaten her own faeces. She was also covered in cigarette
burns. Hall was convicted of murder and sentenced to life
imprisonment. Pauline (who had since had a fifth child by
Hall) was jailed for twelve years for grievous bodily harm,
assault and cruelty. An Independent Commission of
Inquiry into the case, chaired by Louis Blom-Cooper QC,
was held in 1987.

Maria Colwell (26 March 1965-6 January 1973) was killed
by her mother's partner. Born in Hove, she was the fifth
child of Pauline and Raymond Colwell (Pauline's oldest
child had lived with her grandmother since she was born).
On 22 July 1965, her father died and her mother "went
completely to pieces". The children were often left alone,
were neglected and dirty, and Pauline was "associating
with numerous men". In August 1965, Pauline left Maria in
the care of her sister-in-law and her husband. On 4 June
1966, the other four children having been taken into care
and having met a man named William Kepple, she took
Maria back. Seven days later, after Pauline had left Maria
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with someone else, she was taken into care by East
Sussex County Council. She was again fostered with her
aunt, Doris Cooper, where she was happy and well-looked
after. In October 1968, the Coopers moved to Brighton,
outside the East Sussex area, which was to cause
problems in social services liaison. From 1970, Pauline
Colwell began to express her desire to get her daughter
back, although the Coopers wished to adopt her. In
October 1971, she was returned to her mother, who was
by now living with Kepple (they were married on 13 May
1972), had three children by him, and was living on the
Whitehawk estate in Brighton. She did not want to go,
since she regarded the Coopers as her parents, and soon
ran away, but was returned by the authorities. She was ill-
treated by both her mother and stepfather, but particularly
by the latter, who always showed a clear favouritism to his
own children. There was evidence that she had been hit on
a number of occasions, reported by neighbours and
teachers. She became very thin and undernourished and
was frequently absent from school. From 20 November
1972 she ceased to attend school altogether; social
workers, NSPCC inspectors and school attendance
officers were fobbed off by the Kepples with various
excuses. Maria was last seen alive by anyone apart from
the Kepples on 27 December 1972, when her 17-year-old
half-sister babysat. On 6 January 1973, the Kepples took
her to hospital in a pram. On arrival, she was found to be
dead, emaciated, severely bruised all over her body and
head and with severe internal injuries to her stomach. The
pathologist stated that it was the worst bruising he had
ever seen. Kepple beat Maria late the previous night after
coming home from an evening's drinking, but it was only
the following morning that the Kepples realised how
serious her injuries were. Kepple was convicted of
manslaughter and sentenced to eight years imprisonment,
later reduced to four on appeal. Social workers came in for
severe criticism in the subsequent inquiry, chaired by
Thomas Field-Fisher QC, and the case led to reform in the
way that social services deal with reports of child neglect
and cruelty. The other children were later taken into care,
as was a child that Pauline had by another man in 1974.

Tyra Henry (8 November 1982-29 August 1984) died in
Brixton after being battered by her father, Andrew Neil,
while in the care of Lambeth Borough Council. Her older
brother, Tyrone, had sustained severe injuries on 2 March
1982 at the age of only 4 months, with a fractured skull,
brain damage, two broken thighs and retinal
haemorrhaging (which caused permanent blindness),
almost certainly caused by being beaten and violently
shaken. Neil was convicted of the crime, but as there were
a number of people present in the flat at the time, none of
whom were willing to talk, it was impossible to prove his
guilt and he was later acquitted on appeal. However, when
Claudette Henry and Neil had another baby, Tyra, she had
almost immediately been put on the 'at risk' register. Neil
had already been convicted of a serious assault on a 2-
year-old at the age of 13. In April 1983, Tyra was formally
taken into care by Lambeth Borough Council, but
continued to live with her mother in her grandmother's flat,
with her grandmother, Beatrice Henry, being designated as
the carer. Neil was then in prison for robbery. When he
was released, he and Claudette resumed seeing each
other in secret, although it had already been stipulated that
the care situation would be reviewed if this happened. In
July 1984, the 18-year-old Claudette, with the knowledge
of her mother, who could no longer cope, but without the
knowledge of Lambeth Social Services, took Tyra to live
with the 19-year-old Neil. On the afternoon of 29 August
1984, Tyra's aunt abandoned her in Guy's Hospital. Barely
conscious when she arrived, she died about 30 hours later.
She was covered in bite marks, scratches and bruises, but
she died from a fractured skull and brain damage, probably
caused by being thrown across a room. In 1985, Neil, who
had claimed he had dropped Tyra accidentally during a
fight with Claudette, was convicted of murder and
sentenced to life imprisonment. Later that year he slashed
Claudette's face, head and arms when she visited him in
Chelmsford Prison, as she had given evidence for the
prosecution; she required more than 100 stitches. An
inquiry chaired by Stephen Sedley QC was held into the
case in January 1987.

She was

later transferred to Askham Grange open prison, from
which she absconded on 9 March 1972, although she
rearrested 15 hours later. She was finally released on
December 1972.

Central Council for Education and Training in Social Work
(CCETSW): Correspondence and papers

The Central Council for Education and Training in Social Work (CCETSW)
was established on 1 October 1971 under the Health Visiting and Social
Work (Training) Act 1962 as the statutory authority charged with
promoting education and training in social work, recognising courses and
awarding qualifications throughout the United Kingdom. In this role it
replaced several bodies: the Central Training Council in Child Care, the
Council for Training in Social Work, the Recruitment and Training
Committee of the Advisory Council for Probation and After-Care, and
certain functions of the Association of Psychiatric Social Workers and the
Institute for Medical Social Work. The Council had about 60 members,
some nominated by the Government and the remainder nominated by
relevant employers' associations, educational bodies and professional
associations (including BASW). The chairman was appointed by the Privy
Council. On 1 October 2001, the CCETSW was abolished and its
functions taken over by the General Social Care Council (GSCC), the
Scottish Social Services Council (SSSC), the Care Council for Wales
(CCW), and the Northern Ireland Social Care Council (NISCC).

Isabel Schwarz (1955-1984) was a 29-year-old psychiatric
social worker who worked at Bexley Hospital, a mental
hospital in Dartford, Kent. On 6 July 1984, she was
working late in her office. When she failed to return home
or answer her office telephone, her colleague and
boyfriend Geoff Willis went to the hospital to look for her.
At 8.50pm he found her dead in her office. She had been
stabbed to death several hours before. Sharon Campbell,
20, a paranoid schizophrenic former inmate of the hospital
who had been discharged against her will and had
previously attacked Isabel and threatened to kill her
several times, was charged with Isabel's murder on the
basis of forensic evidence. In 1985 she was ruled unfit to
plead and committed indefinitely to Broadmoor. In July
1987 she was ruled fit to plead and convicted of
manslaughter, being returned to Broadmoor. The case led
to a committee of inquiry charied by John Spokes QC and
later to a fuller inquiry into community care charied by Sir
Roy Griffiths, which ultimately resulted in the Care in the
Community policy in an attempt to consolidate community
care procedures.
